Motion made by Ralph Canfield and seconded by Ronald Birdsall to approve the minutes of the May 17, 2023 
 meeting. Motion approved, all in favor:
DPW:

· Amnesty Day – June 3, 2023 the same rules apply – not tires, no appliances with freeon and no yard waste

· Chad Parker (Blue Moose Sanitation) will be at DPW garage on June 3, 2023 from 7:00am – 1:00pm for Amnesty Day

· Floyd Parker told board that the NYS CHIPS allotment was $46,000.  The board needs to make a decision on what road repair needs to be done:

· A lot of pot holes need to be filled ($2,500)

· Blacktop ½ of Galatia Street – Cost to blacktop all of Galatia St is $81,000.  Would cost less if Galatia St. is stone and oiled.  

· Floyd will get costs to do the above and have for the next meeting

· John Huizinga will be blacktopping his driveway and has asked Floyd to install pipe under driveway (40 ft).  He also asked about installing pipe the whole length of his road frontage (100 ft), John would pay for the 60ft of remaining ditch line.  Before the board can make a decision Floyd needs to check to see how deep the water line is in the ditch line.

· Floyd asked Ron Birdsall if he has contacted BOCES about getting the playground inspected.  Ron will reach out to BOCES before the next meeting.

Electric:

· New digger derrick arrived on Tuesday May 16th.

· Gerard McLoughlin and Steve Vancol met with Scott, Laura and Eric concerning the Electric rate study.  They feel that the rate study will be completed in September 2023.

· Eric Leet disconnected electric at 30 Front Street due to non-payment.  A few days later Eric noticed that the meter had been mess with.  The resident fixed the meter so they could get power without letting the Village office know.  This is considered theft of services so Eric fixed the meter so they no longer could use it.  He also contacted the state police department to put in a claim.  The Cortland County District attorney’s office has asked to state police to arrest the individual for theft of services.  The investigation is ongoing.     

Wastewater Treatment Plant:

· (4) resumes have been received for the open position of Wastewater/Water operator.  Scott and Mike R. will review 2 out of the 4 applicants next week.

Motion made by Ralph Canfield and seconded by Ralph Canfield to re-levy water/sewer balances to the resident’s village tax bills;  All in favor Motion accepted.    

Motion made by Heather Dann and seconded by Ronald Birdsall to write off year end resident outstanding balances over (1) year old ;  All in favor Motion accepted

Motion made by Ralph Canfield and seconded by Heather Dann  to permit the new renter disconnect policy to be implemented for those accounts on an outstanding balance list. Motion approved; all in favor

Motion made by Heather Dann and seconded by Ralph Canfield to enter into executive session for personnel issue; all in favor Motion accepted

Motion made by Ronald Birdsall and seconded by Heather Dann to exit executive session; no decisions or motions made. Motion approved; all in favor

Motion made by Heather Dann and seconded by Ralph Canfield to accept Floyd Parker’s resignation as of August 17, 2023;  All in favor Motion accepted
